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Foxes' Community and Wildlife Conservation Trust is a Tanzanian NGO that aims to give back to the communities in which the Foxes Safari Camps reside.  The charity NGO has the following as its objectives for the near future:

Care and Treatment Clinic

-A Care and Treatment Clinic (CTC) is a facility with the sole purpose of treating and counseling people living with HIV/AIDS.  This project may have the biggest impact of any project in terms of literally saving lives, and lowering the amount of orphans in the surrounding area.  We have found enough funds to complete half of a building in one of the world's most affected areas by HIV/AIDS, but to complete the project we still need about $14,500USD

Refurbish Local Health Dispensaries

-This has been an ongoing effort that has been successful in Mufindi with 1 project finished, and two others on-going. We would also like to start refurbishing a dispensary in desperate need in a village over 100kms from the nearest town. This project should cost about $10,000USD
Mufindi Children's Village

-Originally titled an Orphanage, this center is currently home to 35 children, and in need of a new home!  The houses cost about $25,000USD to construct from the beginning, but we also are nearly finished a new home that just needs the finishing touches that would amount to about $4,000USD.

Community Outreach

-Perhaps are most important project as it relates to orphan care, Community Outreach is a program whereby we achieve the NGO's first goal with regards to Orphan care, which is to help extended families have the ability to care for orphaned children.  This is done by dispensing donated items, helping with school needs ($16USD for one student for a year), and starting income generating projects to help families lift themselves out of poverty.  This is an ongoing project that always welcomes a donation! 

-This project works under each village's local committees which have been formed to discuss which children are deemed 'most vulnerable' and ideas are thought up to tackle the issues at hand.

Local Schools

-So far with the help of some periodic donations, the NGO has built 6 new classrooms, helped supply solar panels to two schools, built a new library, initiated a school kitchen program, and we are currently finishing a huge assembly hall for a school located in the center of a village that will serve as a desperate source for  HIV/AIDS prevention education. 

We would like to now finish our refurbishment of a kindergarten, which should cost about $2,000USD.
